Summary of Book “Prior Knowledge of 9/11”.

The source material for this book comes the four official government investigations of 9/11 along with the account of FBI Agent Ali Soufan, found in the July 17, 2006 issue of the New Yorker, and the information from the trial of Zacarias Moussaoui.  

By combining all of this information and then separating the fact from the fiction the author found it was relatively easy for the first time to get the complete picture of what went on prior to 9/11 that had allowed these attacks to succeed. 

It was also fairly easy to see where and how the 9/11 Commission report, the FBI Inspector General's report and the CIA IG report had been "adjusted" and obfuscated to hide the culpability of the CIA and FBI HQ agents in allowing the attacks on 9/11 to take place. If fact, obfuscating the truth to hide the criminal actions at the CIA and FBI HQ turned out to be the real job of the 9/11 Commission. 

The truth is that the CIA and groups at the FBI Headquarters that they had subjugated, the FBI ITOS unit and the office of the FBI Director, had deliberately hidden information and even obstructed FBI criminal investigations, which allowed the al Qaeda terrorists to murder 3000 people on 9/11. This was no accident, this was not that they were just going to let it happen, this was done deliberately and was criminal! 

The CIA knew the names and, even had the photographs from Kuala Lumpur, of several of the terrorists for 21 months who were to take part in this attack, Khalid al-Mihdhar, Nawaf al-Hazmi and Salem al-Hazmi and even Khallad Bin Attash, mastermind of the Cole bombing who had recruited and trained several of the terrorists who took part in the attacks on 9/11. Khalid al-Mihdhar, Nawaf al-Hazmi and Salem al-Hazmi were all on AA 77 that hit the Pentagon. The CIA knew they were long time al Qaeda terrorists, knew they were inside of the US, and even knew they were going to take part in a huge attack that would kill thousands of Americans. And yet they not only hid this information from the FBI criminal investigation teams that could have prevented the attacks on 9/11 but then deliberately sabotaged any chance FBI criminal investigating teams would be allowed to investigate and be part of the search for Khalid al-Mihdhar and Nawaf al-Hazmi. 

What is so horrific, the CIA knew they were sabotaging any chance that the only FBI investigation that could have found Mihdhar in time, the FBI investigation of the Cole bombing, and could have prevented these attack on 9/11 by hiding the information they had that Khallad Bin Attash  had been photographed at Kuala Lumpur with Mihdhar and Hazmi. They hid the photograph of Khallad Bin Attash taken at Kuala Lumpur from these FBI Cole investigators until after the attacks on 9/11 had taken place. 

By hiding this photograph of Khallad, they were able to shut down the only effective investigation of Mihdhar by the FBI, with the ultimate result that thousands of Americans would perish in the huge attack the CIA was aware of. 

To summarize this information:

August 22, 2001 FBI Agent Margaret Gillespie is told by the INS that Mihdhar and Hazmi are both inside of the US.
 

Gillespie contacts FBI IOS HQ Agent Dina Corsi and they both go visit Tom Wilshire in his FBI Office. Tom Wilshire had been the deputy chief of the CIA Bin Laden unit, and had been moved over to the FBI in mid-May 2001 to be liaison to Michael Rolince, head of the FBI ITOS unit.
 

At this meeting in Wilshire's office, it was decided that the investigation of Mihdhar be taken away from Gillespie and given to Corsi, and that Wilshire and Corsi would work on the EC to start an intelligence investigation for Mihdhar.  

But from information that is now public, we know that Wilshire knew when he was informed that both Mihdhar and Hazmi were inside of the US that both of these al Qaeda terrorists were inside of the US in order to take part in a huge al Qaeda attack inside of the US that Wilshire and the CIA had been warned of since April 2001. 
 

Wilshire had stated in emails sent to his CIA CTC managers in July 2001 that he was sure people at the al Qaeda planning meeting in Kuala Lumpur were connected to the warnings of a huge al Qaeda attack, and that he was sure Khalid al-Mihdhar was going to found at the location of the next big al Qaeda attack. Wilshire even had requested several times in July, permission from his CTC managers to provide this information to the FBI, the information that had come from the Kuala Lumpur meeting, but it is clear he was never given this permission.
 

After the meeting with Wilshire, Corsi contacted the head of the intelligence unit at the FBI New York office, and indicated that it was urgent he start as soon as possible an intelligence investigation for Mihdhar. 
 

Corsi calls the FBI New York office and informs them that the photos of Mihdhar and Hazmi were to be transferred to the FBI on August 23, 2001, and that the CIA also had a photograph of (Khallad) Tawfiq Bin Attash taken at Kuala Lumpur.
 

August 23, 2001 - At her insistence over his objections that the investigation for Mihdhar seemed to be more appropriate to be given to the Cole criminal investigators, when he decided to open an intelligence investigation for Mihdhar an August 23, 2001, she immediately emailed Wilshire to inform him that the FBI intelligence unit would open an intelligence investigation for Mihdhar.
 

On August 23, 2001 - When Gillespie had the CIA Bin Laden unit to issue a world wide alert for Mihdhar and Hazmi  no one including Wilshire or any of the other people at the CIA  who were aware that a huge al Qaeda attack was just about to take place inside of the US, and knew not only that Mihdhar and Hazmi were inside of the US but that these terrorists were in the US in order to take part in this huge al Qaeda attack, ever alerted the FBI criminal investigators to this threat.
 

August 25, 2001, Corsi emails Wilshire and says that the connection between Khallad and the Cole bombing is much greater than previously thought.

August 28, 2001, the NSA sent a release to FBI Agent Corsi that stated that the information from Kuala Lumpur can be given to the FBI criminal investigators.  FBI IOS HQ Agent Dina Corsi on this date also sent the EC she had been working on to investigate Mihdhar, to the FBI New York office to start an intelligence investigation for Mihdhar. 
 

When this EC is accidentally given to FBI Agent Steve Bongardt, and Bongardt calls Corsi to ask why this investigation should not be opened as a criminal investigation with his team.  Corsi tells Bongardt that he and his team will not be allowed to take part in the investigation and search for Mihdhar because of the "wall" and the restriction that NSA information could not be given to FBI criminal investigators, in spite of the fact she had received a release from this NSA caveat. She tells him that he must destroy all information that he has on Mihdhar including the EC that she had written. A boiler place notice placed on all NSA documents stated that the information in the NSA document could not be passed to FBI criminal investigators, due to concern that the material might have been based on a FISA warrant, a warrant that would render the information not admissible in a criminal trail. But on August 28, 2001 the NSA had already sent Corsi a release that allowed all of the information from Kuala Lumpur to be passed to the FBI criminal investigators. The fact that she had already obtained this NSA release, Corsi kept secret from Steve Bongardt and his Cole investigators. 

But Corsi not only knew that the NSA had issued this release, but also  knew that the CIA had a photograph of (Khallad) Tawfiq  Bin Attash taken at the Kuala Lumpur at the al Qaeda planning meeting in January 2000 where the Cole bombing had been planned. She not only knew that this directly connected Mihdhar and Hazmi to the planning of the Cole bombing, but knew this meant the investigation of Mihdhar should have gone to Bongardt. She even knew that the CIA had been deliberately hiding the photograph of Khallad taken at Kuala Lumpur from the FBI. 
 

Yet she kept this information completely secret from Bongardt and his team. Steve and his team were not even told that the CIA and Corsi had this photograph until after the events on 9/11. 

Because Bongardt was not aware a photo of Khallad existed, he had no way to connect Mihdhar and Hazmi to the Cole bombing and even though he knew that Mihdhar and Hazmi were inside of the US in order to take part in a al Qaeda attack, he had no way   to prevent Corsi from taking this investigation away from him. 
 

When Corsi said that he had to destroy all of the information he had on Mihdhar he said:

"Why do you think they are here, do you think they are going to FUCKING Disney Land?"
 

After being told he and his team could not be part of the investigation for Mihdhar, Bongardt requested that Corsi get a ruling from the NSLU unit at the FBI. 
 

On August 29, Corsi called Bongardt to inform him that the NSLU has ruled that he and his team were not allowed to take part in the investigation for Mihdhar.
 

After upon learning of the decision, Steve Bongardt, writes to headquarters agent Dina Corsi to points out that she is unable to produce any solid documentary evidence to support her view of the “wall”, a mechanism that restricts the passage of some intelligence information to criminal agents at the FBI, and that her interpretation of the “wall” is at odds with the purpose for which it was established. He adds: “Whatever has happened to this—someday someone will die—and wall or not—the public will not understand why we were not more effective and throwing every resource we had at certain ‘problems.’ Let’s hope the National Security Law Unit will stand behind their decisions then, especially since the biggest threat to us now, UBL, is getting the most ‘protection.’”
 

Corsi then told Bongardt that” we (at Headquarters) are frustrated with this issue" but "[t]hese are the rules. NSLU does not make them up."
 

Later evidence will show that indeed NSLU had not made up the rules, Corsi herself had made up the rules.
 

The lawyer that Corsi had consulted at the NSLU, Sherry S., denies in an interview with FBI IG investigators on November 7, 2002, ever giving this advice to Corsi. She states”that the NSA caveats would not have precluded criminal agents from joining in any search for Mihdhar, or from participating in any interview. More over she stated that she (Corsi) could have gone to the NSA and obtained wavers of any such caveat because there was no FISA information involved in this case", 9-11 Commission  Report page 538. DOJ Inspector General interview with Sherry S. November 2002. 
 

Bu it is clear that the NSLU attorney Corsi had consulted, Sherry S. was unaware that Corsi had already received the waver for the NSA caveat. She tells the DOJ IG ingestions that Corsi could have obtained this waver, unaware that Corsi had already obtained this waver. It is also clear that this attorney was unaware that Corsi knew that the CIA had been hiding the photo of Khallad taken at Kuala Lumpur, a photo that directly connected Mihdhar to the planning of the Cole bombing.
 

The NSA waiver in response to FBI IOS HQ Agent Dina Corsi request to lift waver states:

Your request on behalf of Dina Corsi to share sanitized information on Khalid al-Mihdhar with FBI investigators in the New York office has been approved as proposed.

...a suspected Islamic extremist known as Khalid al-Midhar ... was planning to travel to Malaysia with an associate, identified only as Nawaf. Al-Midhar made the arrangements.
 

Al-Midhar eventually finalized plans to depart for Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia...Al-Midhar planned to meet Nawaf in Kuala Lumpur."
The... are critical in making the connection between the suspects and al-Mihdhar. FBI would appreciate priority handling on this request, since al-Midhar is already in the U.S.

"The DOJ inspector general and the 9/11 Commission will later agree with Bongardt and say the investigation should have been a criminal investigation, as the “wall" did not apply.  The 9/11 Commission will say that Corsi “misunderstood” the wall and that, “Simply put, there was no legal reason why the information possessed could not have been shared.” 
 

Because Mihdhar was being sought for his possible connection to or knowledge of the Cole bombing, he could be investigated or tracked under the existing Cole criminal case. No new criminal case was needed for the criminal agent to begin searching for. And as the NSA had already approved the passage of its information to the criminal agent, (on August 28, 2001) he could have conducted a search using all available information. As a result of this “confusion”, the criminal agents who were knowledgeable about al-Qaeda and experienced with criminal investigative techniques, including finding suspects and possible criminal charges, were thus excluded from the search.” [9/11 Commission, 7/24/2004, pp. 271, 539]"
 

But Bongardt was never informed by Corsi; the restrictions due to the wall had been removed by the NSA. In fact, Corsi told Bongardt just the opposite, which the wall did apply to this information.  
 

The Justice Department’s office of inspector general will later conclude that “the designation of the al-Mihdhar matter as an intelligence investigation, as opposed to a criminal investigation, undermined the priority of any effort to locate Mihdhar.” 
 

It is clear from a review of the facts that there was no confusion, and that the wall was nothing but a fiction used to intimidate FBI criminal investigators in order to keep information the FBI HQ and the CIA had away from these investigators. 

Corsi and the people at the CIA she had been working with on the EC for Mihdhar, Tom Wilshire, did not turn the photo of Khallad over to the FBI New York office until August 30, 2001, two days after Corsi had taken the investigation of Mihdhar away from Steve and his team. Bongardt was in fact told by Corsi that if even one piece of paper ever surfaced at the FBI with his name and the name Khalid al-Mihdhar, his career was over at the FBI.
NOTE: While this information came out of the 9/11 Commission report and the FBI IG report, and the DOJ Report, neither report listed the following critical information:

Neither report pointed out that Corsi knew that when she told Bongardt that he had to destroy the information he had on Mihdhar, and that he and his team of Cole investigators would be forbidden to take part the investigation and search for Mihdhar, that Corsi not only knew that CIA had been hiding the photograph of Khallad Bin Attash taken at Kuala Lumpur from the FBI, but also knew that any restriction on passing NSA information to the FBI criminal investigators had been lifted on the very day she tells Bongardt he can not be part of the investigation for Mihdhar!
 

The 9/11 Commission report fails to point out that Corsi knew Khallad had been at Kuala Lumpur prior to the June 11, 2001 meeting, the meeting  she had set up at the behest of the CIA and Tom Wilshire between the CIA and FBI. This meeting had been set up by the CIA to find out what the FBI knew about Mihdhar and Hazmi, and the meeting in Kuala Lumpur in January 2000, the information the CIA had been keeping secret from the FBI criminal investigators since January 5, 2000. 

But Corsi and Wilshire had blocked this exact same information from going to the FBI criminal investigating teams many times before so blocking Bongardt on August 28-29, 2001 was part of the a long pattern of criminal obstruction of the FBI Cole investigation. The information on Mihdhar had been first blocked from going to the FBI on January 5, 2000 when Wilshire blocked a CIR written by FBI Agent Doug Miller containing information on Mihdhar. This information included his passport information and photo, the fact he had a multi-entry visa for the US and the fact Mihdhar was going to an important al Qaeda planning meeting in Kuala Lumpur that was to start on January 5, 2000.
 

Tom Wilshire and the CIA blocked information on this meeting from going to the FBI numerous times as  summarized below:

January 5, 2000 Wishire has  a CIA desk officer write on the bottom of  a cable that was to be sent to the FBI, Blocked by order of the Deputy Chief, (Tom Wilshire). This cable had been written by FBI Agent Doug Miller and described the information the CIA had on Khalid al-Mihdhar, including his passport photo, the fact he had a his multi-entry visa, and the fact that he was attending an al Qaeda planning meeting in Kuala Lumpur.  This was the meeting where not only the bombing of the USS Cole was planned, but also the attack on 9/11 had been planned.  When asked later by DOJ  IG investigator why he had blocked this cable, Wishire claims  he has no recollection of this cable, why it had been blocked, in spite of having his name right on the cable. Wilshire cannot explain why his CIA desk officer sent out another cable that says this information had been sent to the FBI. She can not explain who had ordered her to add this note to FBI Agent Miller's cable or who asked her to send another cable saying the information on Mihdhar had been sent to the FBI. In fact, Wilshire and this desk officer tell DOJ investigators that they have no recollection at all of these cables. 

March 5, 2000, many people at the CTC Bin Laden unit at the CIA including Wilshire, reads the cable that states that Nawaf al-Hazmi a dangerous al Qaeda terrorist who had been at the Kuala Lumpur meeting, has entered the US on January 15, 2000.  Hazmi had entered the US with Mihdhar, to start flight training. This information is not given to the FBI until late August 2001, and Hazmi was not watch listed at this time, in spite of the CIA memo in December 1999 that stated that all terrorists must be watch listed.

November 2000, after the bombing of the USS Cole in October 2000, FBI Agent Ali Soufan is assigned to lead the investigation of this bombing. After finding out from Fahad al-Quso that Khallad, Tawfiq Bin Attash had bought the boat used in the attack and after the failed attempt on the USS the Sullivans, Quso was supposed to fly to Kuala Lumpur to deliver some money to Khallad, Soufan sends a formal request to the CIA station in Yemen, asking for any information that the CIA has on any meeting in Kuala Lumpur in January 2000 and any information on Khallad, now known to be the mastermind of the Cole bombing. He is told the CIA has no information even though the Yemen station already knows about this meeting and even knows that Khallad and Khalid al-Mihdhar and Nawaf al-Hazmi had attended at this meeting.
 

In December 2000, the CIA Yemen station provides the photo of Khallad attached to Soufan's request to the Joint FBI/CIA source. The Joint FBI/CIA source identifies Khallad as a high level al Qaeda terrorist. The CIA Yemen station then sends this photo to the CIA Bin Laden unit and requested the photos of Khallad and Mihdhar taken at Kuala Lumpur, so that these photos could be shown to the FBI/CIA Joint source. These were shown to the FBI/CIA Joint source in January 2001, and Khallad identified in the Kuala Lumpur photos. While the CIA Bin Laden unit, the Yemen station and even the CIA handler for the FBI/CIA Joint source at this point all knew that Mihdhar and Hazmi had been at the Kuala Lumpur al Qaeda planning meeting with Khallad bin Attash planning the Cole bombing, this information is kept completely secret and hidden from the FBI and from FBI Agent Ali Soufan. This is in spite of his direct request to the CIA Yemen station. Not giving this information to an official FBI request clearly mean that this obstruction of the Cole investigation was the result of a wide ranging criminal conspiracy at the CIA. 

However, the 9/11 Commission staff statement Number 10, released on April 13, 2004 says that: "In December, 2000, based on some analysis of information associated with Khalid al-Mihdhar the CIA Bin Laden station speculated that Khallad and Khalid al-Mihdhar might be one and the same. So the CIA asked that a Kuala Lumpur surveillance photo of Mihdhar be shown to the joint source who had already identified an official photo of Khallad." 

But the passport photo of Khallad that Soufan sent to the Yemen station had already been sent to the CIA Bin Laden unit at the same time the CIA Yemen station had asked for the photos of Khallad and Mihdhar. And the Bin Laden unit had already positively identified Mihdhar at Kuala Lumpur, from his passport photo that the CIA had obtained when he had passed through Dubai on his way to Kuala Lumpur from Sanna, Yemen. 

There was no conceivable way that the CIA Bin Laden unit could ever have though Khallad and Mihdhar were one and same person in December 2000. The fact that the identification of Khallad had been as a direct result of Soufan's request to the CIA Yemen station was never revealed in either the 9/11 Commission report or the DOJ/IG report. This appears to be an attempt by these investigations to show that the CIA had not deliberately committed criminal actions by hiding this identification of Khallad from the Kuala Lumpur photos from the FBI and Ali Soufan. 

We know that the DOJ/FBI IG investigators knew who Soufan was because Soufan’s trip to again show the FBI/CIA joint source the passport photo of Khallad is described in the final DOJ/FBI IG report, a report available to the 9/11 Commission

When the CIA handler for the FBI/CIA Joint source did not tell Soufan or the FBI that Khallad had been identified in the Kuala Lumpur photos, the 9/11 Commission statement goes on to say:

"This is an example of how day-to-day gaps in information sharing can emerge even in a situation of good will on all sides." 

They clearly leave out the fact that both the Yemen CIA station and the Bin Laden unit knew Khallad had been identified from the Kuala Lumpur photo, and they did not tell the FBI or Soufan of this identification. The Yemen station had been directly requested this information by FBI Agent Soufan.  

November 2000, 
 

FBI Agent Soufan sends this same request to FBI Director Louis Freeh asking Freeh to request this same information from CIA Director Tenet that he had just requested from the CIA Yemen station. Freeh tells Soufan that the CIA has no information on any meeting in Kuala Lumpur and on Khallad Bin Attash. But Freeh himself know about this meeting and even knows that Khalid al-Mihdhar and Nawaf al-Hazmi had been at that meeting. This information is described right on page 239 of the FBI IG report and again on page 181 of the 9/11 Commission report! 

The FBI IG report says:

In the midst of the Millennium period concerns in late 1999, the NSA analyzed communications associated with a suspected terrorist facility in the Middle East linked to Al Qaeda activities directed against U.S. interests. The communications indicated that several members of an "operational cadre" were planning to travel to Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia, in early January 2000. Analysis of the communications revealed that persons named Nawaf, Khalid and Salem were involved. At the FBI, this information appeared in the daily threat update to the Director on January 4, 2000. 

The 9/11 Commission report page 181 says; 
 

The Counter terrorism center had briefed the CIA leadership on the gathering in Kuala Lumpur and the information had been passed on ... to the Director Freeh and others at the FBI...

So it is clear that Freeh knew about the meeting in Kuala Lumpur at the very time of Soufan's request in November 2000 and then had criminally obstructed his own FBI investigation of the Cole bombing, an investigation that could have prevented the attacks on 9/11.
Freeh was sabotaging his own FBI investigation, an investigation that could have prevented the attacks on 9/11.

April 2001, FBI Agent Ali Soufan, lead FBI investigator on the Cole bombing, sends a request to CIA HQ asking for any information that the CIA has on any meeting in Kuala Lumpur in January 2000 and on Khallad Bin Attash, now known to be the mastermind of the Cole bombing. By carefully analyzing the FBI IG report, it is now clear that both Tom Wilshire and Clark Shannon had obtained copies of this request in mid-May 2001, although this information has been kept as one of the most closely guarded secrets at the CIA. 

Instead of answering this request and providing the information Soufan has requested, Wilshire enlists Clark Shannon to ask FBI HQ IOS Agent Dina Corsi to set up a meeting in New York City at the NY FBI field office with the Cole investigators for June 11, 2001, they very same people who worked for Soufan, and show them the three photos of Mihdhar Wilshire had obtained from the CIA. At that meeting after Corsi presented these three photos, CIA officer Clark Shannon asked Bongardt and the other Cole investigators if they recognized anyone in any of these photos. Since one photo showed only Mihdhar and Hazmi in Malaysia, it is clear that this meeting had been set up by the CIA only to see if the Cole investigators had uncovered information on Mihdhar and Hazmi in their search for Khallad, the very information that the CIA had been keeping secret since January 5, 2000. This is the information that these two al Qaeda terrorists had been at the Kuala Lumpur al Qaeda planning meeting with Khallad Bin Attash planning the Cole bombing. This meeting was in fact a CIA sting on the FBI set up to find out what the FBI Cole investigators knew about Mihdhar and Hazmi and the meeting in Kuala Lumpur. 
July 5, 2001 Wilshire sends email back to the CIA and his CTC mangers that says he is sure that people at the Kuala Lumpur meeting, Khalid al-Mihdhar, Nawaf al-Hazmi and Salem al-Hazmi, are all connected to the warnings of a huge al Qaeda attack, warnings that the CIA has been receiving since April 2001.

July 13, 2001, just 3 days after Tenet and Black tell Rice and Clarke a huge al Qaeda attack will take place inside of the US that will kill thousands of Americans, Wilshire asks his CTC managers via email, for permission to send this information to the FBI. He is never given this permission.

July 20, 2001, Tenet and Black tell Rumsfeld and Ashcroft the same information that a huge al Qaeda attack will take place inside of the US that will kill thousands of Americans. Ashcroft is so terrified he immediately quits flying on commercial aircraft for fear of being on a hijacked aircraft. Since Ashcroft is supposed to be the head of the FBI it is strange he does not tell the FBI what the CIA knows. 

July 23, 2001 Wilshire again sends a request to his CTC mangers that the information on the Kuala Lumpur meeting be sent to the FBI and further says he is sure Mihdhar, and by association, Hazmi, will be found at the point of the next big al Qaeda attack. He is not given permission again. At the CIA, if you are not given permission from doing something, everyone understood this meant you were forbidden from doing this, particularly if were not responded to twice for the same request.
 

Wilshire was prevented several times from giving this information to the FBI and Bongardt, and the only people who had the authority to deny permission on information that had such a high import were clearly Cofer Black, head of the CTC unit at the CIA and George Tenet, Director of the CIA. Had this information been passed to the FBI the attacks on 9/11 would have prevented.

August 22, 2001, Corsi and Wilshire are told by FBI Agent Margaret Gillespie, a FBI IOS agent working at the CIA Bin Laden unit, that Mihdhar and Hazmi are now both inside of the US. While, Wilshire is clearly aware that they will take part in a huge al Qaeda attack that will kill thousands of Americans, he continues hide this information from the FBI, and also continues to hide the photo of Khallad Bin Attash taken at Kuala Lumpur from the FBI knowing this will prevent the FBI from stopping these attacks. He clearly knows that as a result, thousands on Americans will perish from his and CIA actions. Corsi is also aware that the CIA is hiding this photo from the FBI. [DOJ/FBI IG Report Page 301]



Wilshire is possible concerned that if the photo of Khallad taken at Kuala Lumpur is sent to the FBI at the same time the photos of Mihdhar and Hazmi are, Bongardt will know immediately that the CIA had been criminally obstructed his investigation of the Cole bombing numerous times. 

Dina Corsi calls the head of the New York intelligence unit and indicates it is urgent that he start immediately an intelligence investigation for Mihdhar. [DOJ/FBI IG Report 301]

August 23, 2001 - When Gillespie has the CIA Bin Laden unit issue a worldwide alert for Mihdhar and Hazmi on August 23, 2001, the CIA Bin Laden unit and the CIA hierarchy knew these al Qaeda terrorists were inside of the US to take part in the huge al Qaeda attack the CIA was aware of. Yet this information is deliberately kept secret by all of these people from the FBI and no alarm is ever given to anyone at the FBI about this huge attack that is just about to take place.

Corsi is told the New York intelligence unit will start an intelligence investigation for Mihdhar.  Corsi emails Wilshire and says: "[Chad] will open an intelligence case." [DOJ/FBI IG report Page 304] 

August 24, 2001, Wilshire continues email contact with Maltbie and Frasca, the two FBI managers at the FBI RFU who were sabotaging FBI Agent Harry Samit's investigation of Moussaoui by denying him even the chance to ask permission for a search warrant for Moussaoui's possessions, a warrant that when granted lead the FBI to finding the connections between the terrorists in just a few days. [DOJ/FBI IG Report Page 151]


Both the FBI RFU unit with Maltbie and Frasca and the FBI Bin Laden unit with Dina Corsi reported to the Michael Rolince, the head of the FBI ITOS unit! Tom Wilshire had been moved over from the CIA to be liaison to Rolince in mid-May 2001 right after the CIA had received the request from Soufan for the information the CIA had on a meeting in Kuala Lumpur and Bin Attash. His job as liaison to Rolince is to provide CIA information to the FBI to be exploited in FBI investigations. 

All of the people at FBI HQ who were sabotaging the FBI criminal investigations of al Qaeda terrorists inside of the US worked at this one group, the ITOS unit of the FBI. Since Wilshire had been moved over in mid-May 2001 to be liaison to this group from the CIA and he had been denied permission twice to transfer the information from the Kuala Lumpur meeting to the FBI it is obvious his role at this group was first to find if the FBI criminal investigators knew about Mihdhar and Hazmi, then block any CIA information on the Kuala Lumpur meeting from going to the FBI criminal investigators and finally have the RFU and Bin Laden units at the FBI ITOS unit shut down using any means possible any investigations on any al Qaeda terrorists inside of the US.
